History

The Fortress of Verrucole was built between the X and X111
century by the Gherardinghi family on the site of a former
settlement . The Gherardinghi built the original Fortress
and a public palace to keep the territory under control
Lucca (the nearest city) during this period was striving to
expand its territories and moved northwards into
Garfagnana. Hence this location, between XII and XIII
century, was the site of many battles. [n 1296 the Fortress
passed under Lucca’s control and Lucca gave it to the
Guidiccioni family to manage. When the Lucchese leader
Castruccio Castracani died, in 1328, the Marquis Spinetta
Malaspina (from Massa) took over the fortress and owned
ituntil the 1345. Then the fortress was abandoned until the
arrival of the Este family (from Modena and Ferrara). In
1429 part of Garfagnana passed under the power of the
Este family this included the Curia of Verrucole. It is
believed that the actual form of the fortress was made
during two Este’s periods: under Marquis Lionello (about
1450) and under Alfonso Il (about 1564). In those periods
the fortress was rebuilt and it included two towers, one
square and one circular each governed by two different
Captains. Between 1522 and 1525 the poet Ludovico
Ariosto was given the role of Agent of the Garfagnana with
orders to reorganized the fortresses including Verrucole.
In the second part of the XVI century the Duke Alfonso |
d'Este engaged the architect Marc’Antonio Pasi to bring up
to date the fortress of Verrucole in accordance with the new
criteria for warfare, hence the building of the actual
polygonal tower: In the second half of the XVIil century the
fortress lost its original military importance, but the
structure was cared for by the efficient Este’s engineers.
Between the end of XVIIl and the beginning of XIX century,
under French power, the fortress of Verrucole was listed for
auction however no one bought it until 1866 when it was
acquired by a private family. In 1986 the Commune of San
Romano di Garfagnana acquired the Fortress and started
the work of cleaning and restoration, which ended in 2012,
Like many historical buildings which span a life of many
centuries there are numerous legends of magic and ghosts,
perhaps linked to the use of the castle over the centuries as
a prison. One such person who has passed from history into
legend is Capitain Francesco Accorsini (from the XVII
century), commander of the Fortress, but condemned by
the inquisition of the Court of Mode: he practice of
magicand witchcraft!
